Greetings from the Parish Nurse; 
 

We have finally been blessed with rain and cooler weather.  Autumn and 

spring in the desert are such a wonderful time.  Just like the animals that 

prepare for the winter, we humans do the same. 
 

Annual physicals are best taken in late spring and early fall, as it is best to 

avoid the doctor‘s office during the winter months.  Follow a healthy diet, 

get plenty of rest, and practice good hand hygiene.  Stock up on soup, crackers, Jello, and gin-

gerale.  It is also time for the big push for flu and pneumonia shots.  These are very important 

for the very young, the elderly, and those with chronic illness.  You may hear of some who 

choose not to take these immunizations, as they may have experienced that these shots make 

them ill off and on through the winter months that follow.  Immunizations do not provide us 

with 100% coverage from all viruses. 
 

The Center for Disease Control put out warnings for infectious out-breaks, so please heed 

these warnings if you have a chronic medical condition, even if all your immunizations are in 

order.  You need to avoid large crowds and if possible, stay away from the doctor‘s office and 

your urgent care facility.  If you choose to wear a mask, you will need to remember that you 

can not use the same mask for long periods of time or repeatedly.  Masks are disposal for a 

reason, they get moist from use and decrease in effectiveness after approximately two hours. . 
 

I strongly encourage those who become ill to stay at home, get extra rest, drink plenty of flu-

ids, and talk with your doctor about which over-the-counter medications are safe for you to 

use for symptom management.
