They pre an
exciting improvement (even though we thought that the initial plans that Mr. Konke present-
ed in December were terrific). Design work will now begin on elevations and roof strycture
for the Sanctuary, the coffee café, the new nursery, and the enlarged choir room and sacris-

ty.

Mr. Bill Speers, of the ELCA Mission Builders organization visited Mount Olive and gave a
presentation to the Building Committee and Church Council. In addition, a meeting was held
with Mr. Speers, Mr. Konke, and the BC Chairman to review design details. It became clear
that the Multi-Purpose Building is not an appropriate fit for Mission Builders capabilities. We
are working with the architect to determine if a Mission Builders approach is a cost effective
alternative for the sanctuary modifications and the coffee café.
