A MESSAGE FROM PASTOR MATT MARCH...
Pastoring the Holy Presence

How are we Pastoring the Holy Presence? That’s not just a question for ordained pastors, it is a question for all
of us. What practices are we participating in that make us aware of God’s awesome presence? What practices
are we participating in that help others to be aware of God’s awesome presence?

Regular attention to God’s word and reception of the sacraments are two ways in which we tangibly experience
God and the presence of Christ in our worship and prayer life. But I think we also can and do experience God in
the everyday and even the mundane. The trick is sometimes being willing or able to see and feel the presence of
God in the midst of that time.

Remember Jonah, he tried to run away from God’s work. Despite himself, God still spoke through him. When
Jonah was thrown overboard and the storm stilled, the crewman of the boat worshipped God. God used Jonah as
a witness, even when Jonah didn’t want to be used.

I don’t know exactly where you are in your Christian walk. At this point in your life, you may feel a lot like Jo-
nah, running from God as fast as you can. Or maybe you’re like Jonah at the end of the story who is just ticked
off because God has been merciful to someone you don’t think deserves God’s mercy. Maybe you’re some-
where in between. Maybe none of this makes any sense to you.

But the miracle is that it makes sense to God. We can’t run far enough to get away from God. We can’t do any-
thing so terrible that God can’t forgive it. God is in us, with us, behind us, and before us. Supporting, encourag-
ing and preparing the way for us. It doesn’t get any better than that.

Update from:
The Building Committee Chairman

Your Building Committee (BC) has been working to keep the building project moving forward.
Representatives from your BC met with each congregational group and committee within last
few weeks to listen and obtain their specific needs and wishes for the ministry of their group.
We also got several great ideas which we will present to our architect, Eric Konke, so that they
can be included into the design work that will soon begin.

We have been working with legal counsel in a prudent effort to review the architectural con-
tract. Several changes were recommended by counsel that will protect the congregation and
Mount Olive Lutheran Church as we go forward with the design work. They were accepted by
the architect and we’re happy to report they have been incorporated in a revised contract which
we anticipate executing soon.

The Building Committee asked the architect to do some preliminary studies to provide guidance
as we begin this project.

Some of the highlights include:

It is possible to add an additional 50 parking spaces for a cost of approxi-
mately $200,000. Your Building Committee recommends that all mem-
bers who are able utilize the parking lots of our neighbors the cable com-
pany, printing company, and school as we have obtained written permis-
sion and riders from the insurance companies. Early results have been
positive and spaces near the church have become more available. We
believe that if we all work together on parking that this is more effective
use of funds which we can divert to our building project.

The cost of strengthening the roof structures to accept the installation of fu-
ture solar panels on the new coffee café¢ and multi-purpose building is rea-
sonable and should be included in the specifications.

We welcome your comments, ideas, and suggestions and urge you to bring them forward now
during the project design stage (as opposed to the construction stage). Contact Curt, or any BC
member, or leave a note in my box #292.

Future Work: Work with architect to develop designs for Sanctuary modifications and design
details for the scope of the multi-purpose building. When ready, present initial design results
and renderings to Council and Congregation for review and approval.

Parish friends say it takes
a lot of stress away from those first few days at home.

H ave you wondered what the mission is of those in the Stephen Ministry Pro-
gram? To give you a simple answer, it can be said in just a few words — A
Stephen Minister is a “listener” who meets with their Care Receiver weekly to share
confidential concerns which may be bothering them. These concerns can follow a
death in the family, a serious illness of a spouse or a child, financial difficulties due
to the present day economy or just a personal matter which has turned into a crisis for the person seeking a
Stephen Minister with whom they can talk and have a confidential relationship.

The Stephen Minister will meet with their Care Receiver for as long a period of time as is necessary
and until the problem has been resolved. Sometimes this can happen within several months, and other times
it may be several years. When there has been resolution of the problem, both the Care Receiver and Care
Giver will determine the time to conclude their Stephen Minister relationship.

The Stephen Ministry program has been in effect for Mount Olive Lutheran Church since October,
2009 when it was initiated by Leader Maryanne Ferraro. Upon the graduation of the first class, Barbara
Peltier and Kathy Sporre traveled to Dallas, TX and were trained to be Stephen Minister Leaders.

The second class graduated in February 2011, giving our congregation a total of 18 Stephen Minis-
ters, three of whom are Leaders. The Leaders are Maryanne Ferraro, Barbara Peltier, and Kathy Sporre.
The Stephen Ministers are Dennis Bertles, Frances Bertles, Sharon Flesher, Shelly Hales, Kris Kidder,
Leighton Kidder, Wendie Kister, Darlene Mindler, Don Mindler, Dorothy Murphy, Bernie Sporre, Dave
Townsend, Vereen White, Suzanne Waldron, Helen Williams and the three leaders named above.
