     I’d like to let you know about a new 

youth ministry initiative called Team 316.  Our vision 

for Team 316 is to build up funds to serve our Savior 

Jesus Christ through our ministry.  Whether sponsoring 

a youth who can’t afford it to go on a retreat, funding a 

local outreach event targeting kids who have no church 

home, or supporting a mission trip, we want to do what 

God has called us to do.  

           This message is to ask you and your family to 

pray about becoming a team member for the next year.  

As a Team 316 member, you would pledge to support 

our youth ministry outreach by donating $3.16 per week 

for one year, which comes to a total of $164.32. You 

may choose to give it all at one time, or give on a week-

ly or monthly basis. Some may even give above the sug-

gested amount while some others may consider Team 

316 as a way to make a memorial or honorary gift. Our 

general operating budget is sufficient for regular pro-

gram activities, and Team 316 will allow our youth min-

istry to increase its impact on students and through stu-

dents who serve.  

However you choose to give, please remember 

that this amount is to be above your normal tithe.  We 

do not want in any way for the church budget to be af-

fected by your gift.  It is also important to note this will 

be the only student ministry support event for the entire 

year, so we hope you will join the Team. By eliminating 

other fundraising projects, we can then better focus our 

energy on serving, and you will not feel obligated to 

purchase products or services just to help the youth min-

istry. Our church has a wonderful legacy of generously 

supporting our youth ministry, and we hope Team 316 

will make it even easier to do so. 

Our goal for this year is to have over 100 team 

members, which will add an additional $16,000 to our 

youth ministry, opening up so many doors that have pre-

viously been closed due to financial restraints.
