The Ceming of Our Lord

On November 27 we began the Season of Advent and a
new church year. The main theme of Advent is the
waiting for “The Coming of Our Lord.” We do that on two
levels. We await the coming of Christmas which was
Jesus’ first Advent, which we will celebrate on December
24, Christmas Eve, at 4pm, 6pm and 10pm and on
December 25, Christmas Day, at 10:30am.

The second level of the Season of Advent is we also
await Jesus’ “Coming Again,” or His Second Advent.
Scripture tells us He will come in heavenly glory with all
His holy angels and will sit on a Great White Throne and
judge the whole world.

Advent is the time to ask ourselves one very important
question: “How do we prepare for Jesus to come again?” |
believe the answer lies in looking to Jesus’ life while He
was here on earth as found in the Gospels. In Matthew
20:28 we read, “The Son of Man (Jesus) did not come to
be served, but to serve...” In Matthew 22:37 Jesus said
the Greatest Commandment is, “To love the Lord your
God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all
your mind...and to love your neighbor as yourself.”

Since Christmas is a time to celebrate of the gift God has
given us in His Son to save us from sin and death, we often
give gifts to others as a sign of our love. What if we were
to “prepare for Jesus to come again,” by serving others,
especially those in need with a gift of love this Christmas.

One way would be a gift of love to the Interagency
here in Lake Havasu to help them feed the great
number of people who depend on their services as one
option.

Another way would be to send a financial gift to First
Evangelical Lutheran Church (ELCA) in Mesa to
support their private school, Augustana Academy,
which is a charter school serving low income and

BUTTERY CREAM CHEESE BARS

7 cup cold butter or margarine 1 soft 8 oz. pkg. cream cheese 1 box cake mix
2 cups confectioner’s sugar 1 egg beaten 2 eggs
1 tsp. vanilla

You can choose whatever cake mix is your favorite (except angel food) for this one!

In large bowl cut COLD butter (or margarine) into cake mix until crumbly. Add beaten egg and mix well.
Dough will be stiff. Press evenly into GREASED 13X 9 pan.

In another bowl, beat cream cheese and sugar. Add eggs and vanilla and beat thoroughly until smooth. Spread
evenly over crust. Bake 350 degrees for 30 minutes then reduce heat to 325 and bake 10 more minutes. Check

frequently so it does not get too brown on top. Dust with confectioner’s sugar after cooling. Cut into small bars
using buttered knife.

PORK AND BEAN BAR
That’s Right “Pork and Beans!!!
Sounds funny, but we guarantee they are delicious! (served at the Burro Sale)

1 (15 o0z.) can pork and beans 1 (8 0z.) can crushed pineapple

2 C sugar 1 C vegetable oil ﬁ
4 eggs 1 tsp. vanilla @
2 C flour 2 tsp. baking soda |
1 tsp. baking powder 1/2 tsp. salt

1 tsp. cinnamon 1/2 C chopped nuts

Process the pineapple and beans in a blender or chopper until smooth. Transfer to a large bowl and add sug-
ar and oil; beat well. Beat in eggs and vanilla. Stir in flour, baking soda, baking powder, salt and cinnamon.
Fold in nuts. Pour into a large greased and floured jelly roll-style cookie sheet. Bake at 350 degrees for 25-
-30 minutes. Frost with cream cheese frosting.

CREAM CHEESE FROSTING
8 0z. cream cheese, softened 6 oz. unsalted butter, softened
2 tsp. vanilla 3--4 C powdered sugar

In a large bowl, beat together butter and cream cheese with an electric mixer. With mixture on low speed,
add powdered sugar a cup at a time beating until smqgth and creamy. Beat in vanilla extract.
