Our Lenten Journey is about to begin! 
 

Greetings to one and all in Jesus’ name, 
 

     The month of February has arrived and this month we 

have a number of important events taking place here at 

Mount Olive Lutheran Church.  First will be our “Ground 

Breaking Ceremonies” held at the end of each worship 

service Saturday & Sunday February 18 & 19, to celebrate 

the beginning of construction on phase 1 of our building 

program which will remodel and enlarge our sanctuary.  

Everyone is invited, cake and refreshments will be served 

afterwards on the patio (weather permitting) or in the 

narthex. 
 

     The second important event this month is the beginning 

of the Season of Lent on February 22, Ash Wednesday.   

Our Ash Wednesday services will be at 12:15 & 6:30 pm 

in the Sanctuary and will include the imposition of ashes 

along with Holy Communion.  Ash Wednesday marks the 

beginning, our 40 day journey through Lent in preparation 

for Easter. 
 

     To help us on our Lenten journey we are once again 

preparing a Mount Olive Daily Lenten Devotional 

Booklet.   We are asking you to help us create the 

devotional by submitting one or more of your favorite 

devotions based on this year’s theme, “FACING THE 

FUTURE WITH FAITH,” John 14:1, where Jesus said, 

“Do not let your hearts be troubled.

Why don’t you say Amen? 
 

I have heard the question more times than I can 

count in the 11 years that I have regularly been filling a 

pulpit.  It seems everywhere I go, it comes up, even 

here.  Some of you have asked me personally and I have 

explained it to you.  If you already know what I’m go-

ing to say you can go and read Pastor Jim’s article for 

more edification.  For the rest of you—here is my two 

part answer. 
 

Part number one:  I don’t say “amen” at the end 

of my sermons because that is your job.  I treat a sermon 

as a participatory action within the worship service.  As 

I am sharing with you what I have gleaned from the 

texts for the day, I expect that you are taking those 

words and thinking about what the text means for you.  

Some days you may feel that I have hit the nail on the 

head and you really want to show your affirmation of 

what I have said.  That’s where you say amen. 
 

But you can also not get a word I’ve just said 

and you don’t really know whether you can assent to 

what has been said.  You might find it interesting, but at 

that point it really doesn’t make sense or you feel I am 

way off base.  Then you would not say amen.   
 

Part number two:  It is a deep-seated habit from 

my days in radio and television.  When I was learning to 

write copy for advertising, my teacher emphasized to us 

the importance of the last line of an advertisement.  He 

would exhort us to not “throw away” the most important 

part of any advertisement—the last word. 
 

This affects my preaching because I don’t want 

to leave you with the same word week after week.  I try 

to make the last line a wrap up for the theme of the ser-

mon.  I can preach a wonderful sermon filled with the 

Holy Spirit—but if it ends on a weak note, it can all go 

to waste.  I try to begin strong and end strong so that the 

middle has a good foundation to stand on.   
 

Each preacher brings his or her own style to the 

holy calling of preaching the Gospel for the worship-

ping community.  There is really no right or wrong way 

to approach the task.  Thank you for everyone who 

asked the question—it tells me you’re paying attention.

Stephen Ministry would like all to have this very important information 
 

1. When should a decision about entering a hospice program be made and who should make it?  

  At any time during a life-limiting illness, it's appropriate to discuss all of a patient's care options, includ-

ing hospice. By law the decision belongs to the patient. Hospice accepts patients who have a life-expectancy of 

six months or less and who are referred by their personal physician.  
  
2. Should I wait for our physician to raise the possibility of hospice, or should I raise it first?  

  The patient and family should feel free to discuss hospice care at any time with their physician, other 

health care professionals, clergy or friends. The patient & family are correct in discussing hospice as an option. 
  

3. Is all hospice care the same? 

  No.  Many communities have more than one hospice.  Medicare requires certified hospices provide a 

basic level of care but the quantity and quality of all services can vary significantly from one hospice to another. 

To find the best hospice for your needs, ask your doctor, healthcare professionals, clergy, social workers or 

friends who have received care for a family member.   
  
4. Can a hospice patient who shows signs of recovery be returned to regular medical treatment? 

  Certainly. If the patient's condition improves and the disease seems to be in remission, patients can be dis-

charged from hospice and return to aggressive therapy or go on about their daily life. If the discharged patient 

should later need to return to hospice care, Medicare and most private insurance will allow additional coverage 

for this purpose. 
  

5. What does the hospice admission process involve? 

  One of the first things Hospice will do is contact the patient's physician to make sure he or she agrees that 

hospice care is appropriate for this patient at this time. (Hospice has medical staff available to help patients who 

have no physician.) The patient will be asked to sign consent and insurance forms. These are similar to the forms 

patients sign when they enter a hospital.  
  
6. What specific assistance does hospice provide home-based patients? 

  Hospice patients are cared for by a team consisting of a physician, a nurse, social workers, counselors, 

home health aides, clergy, therapists, and volunteers. Each one provides assistance based on his or her own area 

of expertise. In addition, Hospice provides medications, supplies, equipment, and other services related to the 

terminal illness. 
  
7. Does hospice do anything to make death come sooner? 

  Hospice neither hastens nor postpones dying. Just as doctors and midwives lend support and expertise 

during the time of child birth, hospice provides its presence and specialized knowledge during the dying process. 
  
8. Is caring for the patient at home the only place hospice care can be delivered? 
  No. Hospice patients receive care in their personal residences, nursing homes, hospital hospice units and 

inpatient hospice centers such as the Hospice of Havasu-owned Polidori House. 
  
9. Is hospice care covered by insurance? 

  Hospice coverage is widely available. It is provided by Medicare nationwide and by most private insur-

ance providers. To be sure of coverage, families should, of course, check with their employer or health insurance 

provider. And, as a not-for-profit agency, Hospice has never denied its services to anyone, regardless of their 

ability to pay.

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BUILDING COMMITTEE REPORT 
 

The Building Committee is very pleased to report that substantial progress has been 

made towards our goal to begin the construction phase of our Build the Vision project.    

Several major milestones have recently been accomplished: 
 

¶ Engineering design was completed by our architect resulting in a set of 50 blue-

prints.  This enabled us to create a bid package and solicit bids for construction 

from three local General Contractors. 

¶ Created electronic digital “walkthrough” video and “still photos” from the blue-

print electronic files as an effective communication medium to help the congre-

gation and contractors visualize the project. 

¶ 12/27/2011 – Received bids from two general contractors 

¶ 1/10/2012 – Lake Havasu City Council unanimously approved Mount Olive Lu-

theran Church’s application to rezone our property from R1 to R4.  This change 

was necessary to allow our project to move forward 

¶ Early January 2012 - After extensive and time-consuming reviews of the bids by 

the Building Committee a general contractor was selected and unanimously ap-

proved as our recommendation to the Church Council. 
 

1/17/2012 – Church Council unanimously approved Intertech construction of Lake Havasu City as the gen-

eral contractor for our project.  This milestone is critical to accomplish the next step – creation of the Build-

ing Permit Application to submit to Lake Havasu City. 
 

Our architect and the general contractor are now preparing the building permit application package, which 

includes the architectural, and engineering blueprints and other documents.  The goal is to submit the build-

ing permit by February 1, 2012.   It is anticipated that the review of our building permit application will 

take approximately six weeks before the permit is approved and construction can begin. 
 

We are getting close to actually Building the Vision! 
 

Watch for announcements on our groundbreaking ceremonies planned for February 18  and 19..
