On June 9-11 a group of us journeyed to Phoenix 7
to attend the 2011 Synod Assembly together with all the other
pastors, lay delegates and guests from all the ELCA
congregations throughout the Grand Canyon Synod.

This year’s theme was “For_God So Love the World”. The
focus was on local and global mission and outreach. Bishop
Steve Talmage reminded us that we have been commanded by
Christ to carry out the Great Commission which is to take the
Good News of God’s love made known to us through the life,
death and resurrection of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ and
then watch how the Holy Spirit touches people’s lives and they
become part of Christ’s church.

To illustrate how the Holy Spirit is working, Bishop Steve
Talmage invited lay people from eight of the nine mission
churches in the Grand Canyon Synod to come up on the stage
and speak about how much their mission church meant to them.
They spoke of how much they loved their pastors and their
congregational members. They spoke about how much being
part of their church had changed their lives. They thanked
everyone in the Grand Canyon Synod for financially assisting
them through our benevolent offerings to the synod.

One by one we heard how the Holy Spirit was at work bringing
in men, women and children and giving them new life. Seven of
these mission churches were Hispanic congregations in either
the Phoenix area or in Tucson. The eighth congregation was the
Mission at Rock Point, AZ on the Navajo Reservation. The
speaker was a Navajo grandmother from Rock Point that in my
opinion gave the most emotional and touching message of them
all.

It was clear to everyone that the Holy Spirit is continuing to
build Christ’s Church. Here at Mount Olive we continue in that
effort by warmly welcoming those who come and visit our
church. But since I arrived our Outreach Committee has only
had one couple doing follow-up visits to tell first time visitors
how much we appreciated their worshiping with us and inviting
them to come back again. They need help to keep up with the
large number of people who visit us each year. It’s such a
simple thing to do but it means so much to first time visitors.
We need lots of people to volunteer to help out on the Outreach
team. What about you?

AMESSAGE FROM PASTOR MATT
Why?

Anyone who has or has had a two year old has
heard the why question multiple times a day/hour/
minute. A two-year-old’s curiosity can have his/her par-
ents bordering on insanity. Constantly trying to explain
the world to a two year old and then explaining the ex-
planation can become tiring.

As I write this I am in a hotel in Phoenix with
eight of our youth from Mount Olive. After three days
of ministry with Grace Lutheran Church in Phoenix we
have begun to ask a lot of why questions. Why does
ministry feel different here? What is happening in this
place that seems so on fire for God and God’s people?

And the explanations require further explana-
tions. We just spent an hour debriefing our experience
during the day. The stories just keep tumbling out. A
life changed here. A teen encouraged to attend Tirosh
when her parents couldn’t get her to go. A group of
kids deemed “quiet” literally talking the ears off of teen-
agers when no one else seemed to be able to break
through.

Suddenly the ultimate why question comes out...
Why did we not see this until we traveled all the way to
Phoenix and started serving with this small congregation
in the inner city? Don’t we have homeless people in
Lake Havasu City? Don’t we have kids in our commu-
nity? Didn’t Mount Olive just have VBS? Why aren’t
we as excited about what is happening in our own back-
yard?

We have a couple answers...It just seems so or-
dinary when it happens everyday before our eyes. We
never thought of church as ministry, we just thought of
it as something we do. We always see the people
around us where we live; we just never really noticed
them before.

I’m not even sure I understand what is happen-
ing right now. Pastor Sarah’s sermon on Pentecost Sun-
day was about the Holy Spirit and how when the Spirit
moves we find that there are more problems created than
solutions. When the Holy Spirit begins to move we find
ourselves in Holy Chaos.

Our motto in Phoenix has been to roll with it.
We have challenged ourselves to be open to new experi-
ences that we don’t expect and can’t plan. To be honest,
the first steps we took didn’t go real well. But it didn’t
take long for us to begin to allow ourselves to be let
loose in the Spirit. We have been doing things many of
us never dreamed we would do. We have truly beéh
caught up in the move of the Holy Spirit.

June 10-11-2011

Theme AFor God So Love The
Global Relationship With Lithuania & Senegal

Mount Olive Synod Assembly Delegates - Pastor Price, Pastor March, Curt and Mimi Schmaltz, David
Moore

Greetings to the Synod Assembly were received from ELCA Presiding Bishop Mark S. Hanson and
also from Bishop Michael Burk, Southeastern lowa Synod (Grand Canyon Synod Partner Synod).

1. After a discussion, the assembly approved the Grand Canyon Synod Mission Plan for 2012-2013
The approved Mission Plan reflects a negative cash flow with proposed income of $2,064,882 and ex-
penses of $2,170,498 leaving a negative cash flow of $105,616. The deficit to be made up by utilizing
Unrestricted Net Assets Funds.

2. As pointed out during the budget discussion the above situation has put the Synod on the journey
that faces changes, new challenges, and new opportunities to carry out our mission within the church,
community and the world.

3. Since the Synod has less financial resources available and since many Mission Congregations are
being started in poverty areas with limited financial resources etc., which is resulting in the need for
continuing financial support etc. for longer periods of time, the churches within the Synod will be re-
quested to become more actively involved in mission support including establishing a personal partner-
ship with these Mission Congregations.

4. Pastor Price was elected to a 6 year term on the Synod’s Consultation Committee.

5. Two resolutions were passed by the Synod Assembly.

1. Resolution 11.01 Calling the Church to Speak and Act to Prevent Bullying, Harassment and Re-
lated Violence

2. Resolution 11.02 Calling for the Establishment of a Mechanism for Mutual Mission Adults with-
in the Grand Canyon Synod.

6. Bible study by Rev. Timothy Swanson - “Jonah’s Journey to Nineveh” In the Bible Study it was
shown that like Jonah and his Mission Journey, the Grand Canyon Synod and our Congregations Mis-
sion Journey will be successful when we seek God’s help and follow His Guidance and Direction.

7. Bishop Stephen Talmage gave a report regarding the Grand Canyon Synod and Rev. Dr. Rafael
Malpica Padilla, Executive Director, Executive Director, ELCA Global Mission also gave a special
message.

8. There were 6 different Global Mission Dinners participants could choose from, to learn about 6 dif-
ferent ELCA Global Ministries. Also there were 6 different luncheons to choose from to enable
participants to meet Synod Ministry Partners.

Pastor Jim Price was elected as one of the members of the Consultation Committee.
We were very impressed by the size and the huge scope of “good works” that our Synod and our ELCA de-
nomination does. The budget is much larger than we anticipated. For example, did you know that:
The Grand Canyon Synod operates under an annual budget of over two million dollars?
That of this total, over on-half or $1,252,000 goes directly to support Missions both in the Grand
Canyon Synod and the larger ELCA?
That the ELCA truly has an International “footprint” and mission outreach?
That we are a church known for rolling up its sleeves and solving problems?

Unfortunately, because of the hard economic times, giving has been steadily decreasing and the Synod and
ELCA are forced to cut back their benevolent and missionary activities and reduce staff and other ex-
penses. In addition, the newest missions have very limited resources because many members are in
poverty. These missions will continue to require support and may never become self-sustaining. Un-
fortunately, this scenario (needing support perpetually) appears to be the “new normal” and this is antici-
pated to fundamentally change how our Synod has conducted its affairs in the past and how we will have
to restructure to meet future needs.
