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     A Message from  Pastor Matt  
                    

Who do YOU say that I am? 
 

Matthew 16:15-17  He said to them, "But 

who do you say that I am?"  Simon Peter answered, 

"You are the Messiah, the Son of the living God."  And 

Jesus answered him, "Blessed are you, Simon son of Jo-

nah! For flesh and blood has not revealed this to you, 

but my Father in heaven. 
 

Jesus asked this loaded question in the shadow 

of Roman nationalistic and religious association, Caesa-

rea Philippi.  This was a place where the historian Jose-

phus reports that Jewish captives were thrown to wild 

animals after the fall of Jerusalem in 70.  It was a play-

ground for generals and high ranking officials in the Ro-

man Empire. 

 

Can you imagine the backdrop as Jesus looks at 

his disciples and asks them to make a statement about 

who he is in the midst of these symbols of Roman pow-

er?  I have to imagine that they were at least a little 

awestruck by what they could see and what they knew 

of this place.  Jesus was asking the disciples to confess 

who he is right where the powers that be could see and 

hear. 
 

It’s not much different for us.  Jesus is also ask-

ing us who we say that he is.  He asks us in church on 

Sunday, at Bible Study during the week, at work, at 

school, and at the mall.  It’s easy to confess Jesus as the 

Messiah the Son of the living God in church, but not so 

easy at work, school, or mall. 
 

When we are face to face with the symbols of 

cultural power, can we answer as Peter did?  How do we 

keep our confession secret in the face of the powers of 

this world?  Do we keep our faith quiet? 
 

I am not trivializing the power of the culture to 

keeps us as quiet Christians.  There were two things I 

was taught at a young age:  One does not discuss reli-

gion or politics in polite company.  Our society teaches 

us that quietly getting along is better than rocking the 

boat with truth claims that others may or may not agree 

with. 
 

But Jesus still asks us in church, at work, at 

school, and at the mall—who do you say that I am?  

Will you have the courage to answer as Peter did—

Jesus, you are the Messiah, the Son of the living God.

Our View 

Churches fill more than spiritual needs 
 

     Religion is often seen as the third rail of society, a topic often avoided, lest discussions become disputes. 
 

     News reports on religion often focus on the broad area where religion mixes with politics.  What is often 

left out is the importance of mainstream churches to our society, not just as places where faith is nurtured but 

places that fill important needs within communities. 
 

     Obviously, churches have long been associated with charitable works.  It’s a given.  And it is therefore tak-

en for granted, though it shouldn’t be. 
 

     We were reminded of this week when learning of a contribution of $8,555 from the Mount Olive Lutheran 

Church to the Lake Havasu City Food Bank.  Around Christmas, food bank shelves are brimming with dona-

tions.  In the heat of summer, the cupboards often pretty bare.  The donation is generous and timely. 
 

     Mount Olive’s donation is but one of the many good works done by area churches.  We’re often reminded 

of the scheduled free meals offered by Our Lady of the Lakes Roman Catholic Church and glad that even the 

needy can find something to eat. 
 

     And, a few days ago, Baptist Press broadcast an article about the evolving mission of the Calvary Baptist 

Church in our city.  The article talked about the church’s efforts to reach out to address community needs, in-

cluding the restoration of housing, instead of focusing on filling the pews. 
 

     It’s an established fact that mainstream church attendance is declining in our country, with church growth 

coming from narrower segments, such as fundamentalism.  It’s heartening and encouraging to see that the 

good work of churches continues to plug some of society’s holes. 
 

      In Lake Havasu City, these communities within the larger community are a main and underappreciated 

contributor in helping those who need help. 
 

      It’s earthly work in pursuit of a spiritual goal, and it works.  So we say thanks.
